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Choose and complete one of the following:

1) Balthasar’s predicament—How to tell Romeo?
Imagine you are Balthasar, riding from Verona to Mantua to tell Romeo 

of Juliet’s death.  What are your thoughts as you ride?  How do you plan to 
tell Romeo the dreadful news?  Think of different ways you might 
recount the story and your fears about each.  Write down your thoughts 
as a kind of dialogue with yourself.  Create a script that is similar to the

Romeo and Juliet text. 
2) Draw the Apothecary and his Shop


Lines 37-48 give a detailed description of the apothecary and his shop.  
Make an imaginative drawing including as much of Shakespeare’s 
description as you can.

3) Imagery:  Personifying Death


There are four personifications of Death in Romeo’s speech seen in lines 
88-120.  Choose three of the images and draw a picture of them.  
Underneath the picture write a caption describing the line in more detail, 
including what the image makes you think of.

4) Write Romeo’s Letter


What is in Romeo’s letter to his father?  The Prince reads a brief outline 
(lines 286- 290).  Write the full contents of the letter.  Try to express 
Romeo’s state of mind at the moment he wrote it, shortly after 
hearing of Juliet’s death.  What do you think Romeo’s main message to 
his father would be?


5) The Golden Statue


Imagine that it is 100 years after the deaths of Romeo and Juliet.  The 
golden statue is still in the middle of Verona.  Imagine that you are a parent 
telling your child what the statue means.  What parts of the story would you 
tell?  What would you tell the children that the statue symbolizes?  What 
are the lessons they should think about when they pass the statue?  What is 
life now like in the city of Verona?  You may have to do some research on

your Ipad about the Golden Statue to help you get started.
