Please use your Shakespeare’s Sonnets Worksheet to assist you in creation of your own sonnet.  At least five literary elements must be included in your sonnet.

Remember you must include the essential elements of a sonnet 

· 14 lines 

· 3 quatrains and a couplet

· proper rhyme scheme: abab,cdcd,efef,gg

Guidelines
· Quatrain #1 should introduce the poem, explain a problem or situation, introduce what you’ll be talking about.
· Quatrain #2 and #3 should INVESTIGATE the poem…  
· What are the feelings involved? 
· Explore the story/conflict/sitch introduced in the Quatrain #1

· The Rhyming Couplet at the end should resolve the poem, or provide a dramatic twist to the story.  
· The couplet is probably the most important two lines of the sonnet…
Note: To earn a level 4, you must also use iambic pentameter.
