Chamber of Commerce Report
You have been asked to sit on the Maycomb Chamber of Commerce, and you have been given the responsibility of determining upon what principle the town of Maycomb is built.  You may choose from the following principles: 
1. Injustice
2. Pride
3. Trust
4. Prejudice
After choosing which principle you believe Maycomb was built upon, you must write an argumentative essay. This essay will argue which principle Maycomb was built upon and give SPECIFIC examples from the novel to defend that choice.   Below you will find how to address each standard throughout the process.
W1 - Understand and effectively produce an argumentative essay.
A solid level 3 argument essay contains the following: 
1. Introduction – contains attention grabber, background information, thesis/supporting points sentence
2. Thesis statement – arguing ONE principal that Maycomb was built on
3. Supporting statements – events from the text that explain and support your thesis statement
4. Body paragraphs – contain topic sentences, supporting information, and closing/wrap up sentences
5. Addresses an opposing view point – one body paragraph, describes an opposing view, explains why this view is wrong/unfounded by using evidence from the text
6. Conclusion – contain restated thesis and supporting points, connection to reader or audience
W3- Use the writing process effectively.  
To achieve a level three, you must complete the following steps and turn them in with the final draft:
1. Brainstorming
2. Outline
3. Rough Draft
4. Peer Review
W4 - Use analysis and inference to cite strong evidence from a text.
For a level three, you must provide the following to support EACH topic sentence/idea:
1. Introduction to a quote, providing the reader with context for the quote.
2. The quote from the novel
3. Make an inference about the quote or further analyze the impact of the quote.
W5 - Follow MLA (Modern Language Association) guidelines for formatting and citing.
For a level three, you must do the following without any major errors or omissions:
1. Include running header with your last name and page number
2. Have a proper heading (your name, my name, class, date)
3. Appropriately formatted title
4. 1 inch margins
5. Double spacing (entire document)
6. Quote citations (author and page number)
7. Times New Roman, size 12 font

L1 – Demonstrate an appropriate command of grammar/mechanics.
For a level three, you cannot have any errors that impede/interrupt understanding of the essay.
R6 – Analyze how a theme emerges and is refined by specific details through a piece of literature. 

A Solid level three will thoroughly explain how the theme is applied through evidence that includes plot and character development.
